THEMES FOR

WATER CONVENTION 2009

The broad theme for Singapore Intemational Water Week
2009 is “ Sustainable Cities - Infrastructure and Technologies
for Water”, Thus, the Water Convention will focus on key
and emerging issues including fechnological opplications,
water and health, utility practices and urban water
sustainability.

The themes in the Water Convention are designed to
examine specifically the frends and challenges facing
East Asia, Asla-Pacific, South Asia and the Middle East.
Papers that showcase solutions and best practices within
these geographical regions will therefore be prefered,
although examples outsicle these regions are encouraged
if there are specific lessons that can be leamt and applied.

The presentafions in the Woter Convention will aim fo identify the right technologies, processes, systems and
approaches for solving problems and issues that are faced by water practitioners. In this respect, abstracts for the

listed themes are welcome.

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THEME 1:

WATER TECHNOLOGY SOLUTIONS FOR
TODAY'S APPLICATION

Technologies have evolved over the years fo meet water
requirements worldwicle. We have withessed the evolution
of paradigm shifts in the use of non-traditional water
resources, which have been mode possidle by the
advances in technologies.

Besides the increased pressure of population growth,
energy prices and climate change, global urbanisation
has olso demaonded more effective uses and production
of inclustrial water. Although it is important that the world
continues to search for new water technology solutions,
it is also crucial that existing water and wastewater
processes are constantly improved.

The presentations in this theme will thus look af
technologies that are achieving growing acceptance,
including membrane bicreactors, ulfraviclet disinfection
and oxidation, and large reverse osmosis systems. These
can be implemented in practice to improve the overalll
process copacity and efficiency of the treatment plonts.
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The sessions will feature technologies that can be applied
to the following areas:

¢ Drinking water freatment

= Water reuse

» Waosstewater treatment

= Industrial opplication

¢ Desalination

« Sludge manogement / Odour control

THEME 2:

MANAGING WATER INFRASTRUCTURE

Efficient management of infrastructure is critical for a
reliable water supply and the handling of used water.

This theme will focus on operational experiences through
case studies to deliver safe drinking woter to the
consumers, and for the handling and disposal of used
water. These would be relevant to plant managers,
engineers and operators, where best practices,
management strategies and operational solutions are
shared. The case studies will cover the following topics:

* Asset monagement

¢ Operatfion and maintenance of water and
wastewater plants

Watter distribution networks and sewer
reticulation systems

Decentralised systems

Non-revenue water including water loss

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THEME 3:

WATER AND HEALTH
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The provision of safe drinking water fo consumers is key
in the protection of public health threats, and is always
of the highest priority for water suppliers. The best practice
and risk-based approach is fo protect water sources
from contamination. However, water suppliers are
increasingly facing challenges of confamination fo warter
sources and supply systems, as well as higher standards
for the quality of drinking water to protect public health.

Developed with the World Health Organisation (WHO)
and United States Environmental Protection Agency
(USEPA), the sessions will cover various aspects of water
guality and safety issues that are relevant to the provision
of safe drinking warter. They will also focus on the sharing
of experiences on water safety management. The topics
will include:

Drinking water guigelines and regulations

Water safety plans

Recreational waoter quality

Emerging contaminants
(e.g. endocrine disrupting chemicals, pharmaceutical
and personal care products)

Contaminant removal
(e.g. arsenic, organics and pharmaceuticals)

Chemical and biological sensor technologies

Application of analytical methods for
tfrace contaminants

THEME 4:

PLANNING FOR SUSTAINABLE

WATER SOLUTIONS

Water scarcity is offen not the main problem in the
moanagement of wafer resources. Rather, it is the
mismanagement and lack of planning that has resultecl
in low accessipility fo clean water.

This theme will focus on the approcches in the planning
and management of water resources, which will include
the growing accepfance of water reuse ond water
supplies from unconventional sources, impact of climate
change. as well as the financial aspects of project
management. Some of the topics and case studies
include:

« Cities of the future

« Sustainable solutions for water resource management
* Water source protection

* Adaopfation to climate change

* Water reuse — achieving community support
